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Evtizedek ota nélkllozétt rendezvenyt hivott életre a Magyar Fotémivészek Szovetsége,
az Orszagos !iﬂtdr@rfatut, melyet ezentul kétévente fognak megrendezni. Ennek a kiallitas-
nak az a !ngnbb"er‘deme, hogy lényegében kilénbozik minden mas eddigi bemutatétal.
A Magyar Fotomiveszek Szovetsége eddig harom nagy kiallitdson mutatta be a magyar
fotografiat; 1960-ban az Ernst Mizeumban, 1966-ban a Magyar Nemzeti Galériaban és
1981-ben a Mucsarnokban. Mindharom kiallitas tobbé-kevésbé retrospektiv jellegl volt,
tehat csak mertekkel tekinthettiik a kortars magyar fotografia szemléjének.

Nem lehet eleggé meltanyolni a Magyar Fotémiivészeknek ezt az j kezdeményezését,
mert nem csupan az orszag fotografusainak széles kori részvételét szervezie meg, hanem
— ami ennél fontosabb — ra tudta birni az amatérizmus eredményeit lefitymalo , hivataso-
sokat” és a gyakran vellk szemben allé, de Gjité kedvl nem hivatasos fényképészeket,
hogy tegyék tal magukat elditéleteiken és torekedjenek a magyar fotéélet egységének a
megvalositasara.

A kezdeményezes sikeret nagymértékben elémozditotta az is, hogy a kiallitas tamogata-
sdra sikerult megnyerni a Mivelddési Minisztérium Képzdmivészeti Osztalyanak, a Lekto-
ratusnak és a Muveszeti Alapnak a tamogatasat. Ezek az intézmények nem csupan arra
vallalkoztak, hogy anyagi felajanlasukkal eldsegitik a rendezvényt, hanem a vasarlast is
kilatasba helyezték.

A vasarlas tenye Ojszeril elem a magyar fotografia torténetében, mert tal az anyagi
tamogatason, szimbolikus jelentdsége is van. Most mar nem csupan képzémivészeti
kiallitasokon, hanem fototarlatokon is adnak és vesznek képeket. Ezzel az elhatarozassal
valt teljessé a magyar fotografia elismerése; befejezddott az a kizdelem, amelyet sok
evtizeden at folytatott az elismeresert, azert, hogy egyenjogl statushoz jusson a tobbi
vizualis mdvészet kozott.

Az elsd Orszagos Fototarlattdl meég nem kérhetjlik szamon, hogy kimeritd képet adjon
a mai magyar fényképezésrdl. Ugyanis néhanyan kilonbdzd okokbdl még tavol maradtak
ettdl a kiallitastol. Remélhetd, hogy a fotdbiennalé rendszerének megvaldsitasa minden
magyar fényképésznek szivigyéeve valik és erkodlcsi kotelességének érzi ujabb miveinek
bekuldéseét. :

Jelen rendezvény meg bizonyos retrospektiv elemeket is tartalmaz: hiszen szerepel
olyan felvétel is, ami jo 30 évvel ezelott készilt. Ezek a kepek mindenkeppen modositjak
a mai magyar fenyképészetrdl kialakithatd véleményt.

A fentebb emlitett fenntartasok azonban nem befolyasoljak lényegesen a kiallitas megité-
lését. Ugy vélem, hogy a bekildott 3500 felvételbdl kivalasztott kb. 300 fénykép nagyvonald
attekintést ad a mai magyar fotografiardl. Megtalalhatok a kiallitason a hagyomanyos
esztétikanak megfeleld, a valésagbol szépséget kicsiholni akard fényképek épplgy, mint
a korunk jellegzetes eseményeit bemutato riportok, az 4 dokumentarizmus Utjait keresd
fenyképészeti alkotasok, tovabba a kisérletezd kedvi, experimentalis fotografiak. Orvende-
tes, hogy ezek a kilonbozd torekvések szerencsés egyensulyba kerdltek a kiallitason,
vagyis semmiféle eldzetes elvaras vagy esztétikai elditélet nem befolyasolta a zsiri munka-
jat. A hagyomanyos és az Gjszerd fotografiak itt 1athatd részaranya megfelel a valosagos
helyzetnek. A zsiri egyetlen iranyt sem emelt ki &s egyetlen torekvest sem bélyegzett meg,
a tovabbiakban pedig minden iranyzat résztvevoit arra buzditja, hogy ki-ki a maga esztéti-
kai hitvallasa, miveészi célkitizése szerint készitse el felveteleit.

Az egész anyagot attekintve Ggy tinik, mintha a tényszerl, manipulalatlan fotografia
ismét erdre kapna és fotografusaink visszakanyarodnanak a magyar fénykepészet gazdag
hagyomanyaihoz. Josolgatasokba azonban nem bocsatkozhatunk. Azt viszont érﬁ_&mes
megjegyezniink, hogy a fekete-fehér fotografia népszeriisége ismét fokozddott, ami nem
csupan a gazdasagi helyzettel magyarazhato, hanem azzal a felismeressel is, hogy az Ihl'EI-T'I
tecnikaval késziilt képek jobban alakithatok a szerzd szandéka szerint. A szines fotografia
a reklam terén egyeduralkodo. Ez a tény arra utal, hogy fényképeészeink egyre jobban
birtokoljak a szin modositasanak és a szinnel valo kifejezésnek az eszkozeit.

Az elsé Orszagos Fototarlat sikere és szinvonala azt a reménységet kelti, hogy a magyar
fotografia atmeneti stagnalas utan ismét megtalalta 6nmagat és uj, eredményes korszak
elott all. /Végvari Lajos



Applied Photography at the Geological Institute of Hungary | ———

Soon after its foundation in 1868, the Geological Institute of Hungary already recognized
the importance of geological photography. As the technology of photography advanced, so
it superseded by degrees handmade illustration. At first, geologists made landscape
photographs important from the point of view of geology, but with the improvement in the
sensitivity of the raw materials, they began to make photographs of objects (prehisteric
remains, microscopic pictures). The practice of field-surveyors taking their own photo-
graphs reaches back to those days. The most important working tool of every researcher,
besides his geologist's hammer is a camera. Almost every scientific work or report now
has photographic attachments. g :

The last few years have brought about pronounced specialization in the field of applied
photography, too. Almost every specialist has found a strong helpmate in photography,
especially in the field of scientific publications. Today, the following—though incomplete
—areas lead the way: space and aereal photography, landscape photography, photographs
of minerals, rocks, fossils and other objects, microphotography, electromicroscopic photo-
graphy, underwater photography, documentary photography, printing photography, etc.
The palet is so colorful, that a complete list would take up pages. On the other hand, a few
experiments that would have expanded the use of photography even further were neglec-
ted, such as stereo photography, infrared technelogy, panoramic photographs (moving
objectives).

It is also regrettable that, due to faulty color procedures, color photography cannot make
a headway in geology, for even a minute discrepancy would indicate the wrong rock or
mineral. Retouching, too, is practically unknown in this area of photography: it would
involve, after all, the unscientific falsification of nature.

The photographs presented here constitute only a small fragment of the work of the
researchers of the Geological Institute of Hungary. However, it is hoped that even this

modest survey will indicate the invaluable contribution that the art of photography can make
to science.

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Alkalmazott fotografia a Magyar Allami Foldiani Intézetben m  ————————

Az 1868-ban alapitott Magyar Allami Foldtani Intézetben mar a mult szazadban igen nagy
szerepet kapott a geoldgiai fotografia. Ahogy fejlodott a féenykepezes technikaja, Ggy
valtotta fel fokrol fokra a rajzi illusztralast. A geologusok eleinte foldtani szempontd tajfelvé-
teleket keszitettek, majd a felhasznalt fotbanyagok érzékenységének novekedése folytan
alkalmazni kezdték a targyfotdzast is (Gsmaradvany, mikroszkopi képek). Bevalt gyakorlat
volt, melyet a mai napig megtartottak a terepet jaro, terkepezd geologusok, — maguk
keszitik a kulso felvételeiket. Minden kutatd egyik legfontosabb munkaeszkoze a geologus
kalapacs mellett a kamera. Szinte minden tudomanyos munka, jelentés tartalmaz fénykép-
mellékleteket.

Az utobbi években az alkalmazott fotografidban is erds szakosodas ment végbe. A fény-
képezésben szinte minden specialista erds tamaszra lelt, kulondsen a tudomanyos publika-
cid teren. A mai napokban az alabbi, de nem teljes felsorolast tehetnénk: (r és légifotok,
tajfotok, asvany- kdzet — dsmaradvany - targyfotok, mikrofotografia, elektronmikroszkopi-
:us f:étﬁzas. vizalatti felvételek (aktualgeoldgia), dokument-fényképezés, nyomdai fotografi-

a stb.

Olyan szines a paletta, hogy a felsorolas a teljesség igénye nélkill is oldalakat téltene
meg. Talan itt kellene megemliteni, hogy egy-két fotografiai probalkozas, mely bdvitette
volna a felhasznalas sokrétliségét, elsikkadt, feledésbe merilt: ilyen példaul a sztereofo-
tografia, infravérds technika, panorama-felvételek (mozgdé objektives).

Szinten negativum, hogy a szines fényképezés nem tud e tudomanyban elébbre lépni az
Osszetett szinhelyesség hianya miatt, hisz egy arnyalatnyi eltérés mas asvanyt, kozetet
jelenthet.

A retus szinte ismeretlen az alkalmazott fényképezés ezen szakagaban, hisz a természet
tudomanytalan meghamisitasa lenne.

Az itt bemutatott képanyag csupan egy csekély metszetet mutat a Magyar Allami Fdldtani
Intezet alkalmazott fotografus kutatdéinak munkaibol.
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The National Photography Exhibition, which from now on will be held bianually, was
organized by the Association of Hungarian Photographers to bridge a decades-long gap.
The major merit of this exhibit is that it is essentially different from all other exhibitions that
have been held to date. The Association of Hungarian Photographers has so far organized
three shows of Hungarian photography—at the Ernst Museum in 1960, the Hungarian
National Gallery in 1966, and the Art Gallery in 1981. All three exhibitions were retrospective
in character, which meant that they offered only a smattering of contemporary Hungarian
photography.

The present initiative of the Association is highly praisewor thy, because it not only
organized the participation of the country's large camp of photographers but—and this is
perhaps even more to the point—it was able to convince the “pros” who thumb their noses
atthe amateurs as well as the non-professional photographers who, though they often stand
in opposing camps, are full of the spirit of inovation, to triumph over their prejudices in the
service of realizing a united front for photography in Hungary.

The success of the initiative was also fostered by the fact that the Association was able
to win the support of the Department of Fine Arts of the Ministry of Culture and Education
and the Hungarian Art Foundation. These institutions offered not only financial assistance,
but also support through purchase.

The fact of purchase is a new element in the history of Hungarian photography, for
besides financial significance, it has symbolic significance as well. From now on, pictures
can be bought and sold not only at art exhibits but also at photo exhibits. This decision
crowned the acknowledgement of Hungarian photography; the struggle for recognition has
at long last come to an end to win equal status beside the other visual arts.

Of course, we must not expect the first National Photography Exhibition to provide an
exhaustive survey of modern Hungarian photography. For various reasons, some photo-
graphers did not participate; but hopefully, the realization of a Hungarian photo biennial
wil become a labor of love for all Hungarian photographers who will regard it their duty to
contribute works to the exhibition.

The present survey contains certain retrospective elements; there are works that were
taken a good thirty years ago, beautiful as they may be, willy-nilly, they alter one’s opinion
about modern Hungarian photography.

The above-mentioned reservation, however, do not influcence to any serious degree our
opinion of the show. | am convinced that the 300 photographs selected out of 3,500 entries
provide a wide scope of the state of photography today. Pictures which attempt to capture
the beauty of the world according to the dictates of traditional aesthetics are lined up side
by side with works that capture the characteristic happenings of the age, works that attempt
to forge the way towards a new documentary style, as well as experimental photography.
These different trends strike a happy balance at the exhibition, i.e., the work of the jury was
not influenced by aesthetic prejudice or expectations of any kind. The ratio of the traditional
and the novel found here reflects the actual state of affairs. The jury did not faver any one
trend, nor did it put a stamp of disapproval on any; in fact, it will continue to encourage
photographers to work according to their aesthetic convictions and artistic aims.

A look at the entirety of the exhibited material will reveal that factual, unmanipulated
photography is once more forging ahead, and that Hungarian photographers are resorting
once again to the rich traditions of their nation's photographic past.

We must not begin to prophecy; on the other hand, we must point out that the popularity
of black and white photography is ance more on the rise, which is due less to financial
considerations than to the simple fact that black and white pictures can be shaped with more
facility to the artist’s wishes. On the other hand, the field of advertising is ruled by the cqlur
photograph, a fact which suggests that Hungarian photographers are gaining increasing
mastery of color modification and expression through the use of color.

The success and quality of the first National Photography Exhibition holds out the hope
that after a transient period of stagnation, photography in Hungary has once more found

itself and faces a new, even more successful future. _ ‘
